Our police detachment openly complains that they are basically handcuffed and can mostly
give out driving infraction tickets. Many individuals are on a crime stoppers group that do more
than I've seen our local RCMP do. Our business had a theft and we got more done from
Lethbridge police than we got from our detachment. Our local RCMP couldn’t even confirm an
ID to a clear picture from our camera. We need police officers that live in town, would be nice if
they had to live in the community they protect. We need patrolling 24 hours a day not an 8
hour gap where no authorities are in town. Our business had an active break in and it took
RCMP 2 hours to get there.... Our community safety relies on our RCMP heavily, until they
improve nothing else will make a difference. Better lighting in areas around the one ways.
Visible crosswalks. More cross walk lights. Many people speed through town and it’s very
difficult for pedestrians to cross safely. On multiple occasions I've had to get out of my vehicle
and assist a child, or elderly person because nobody was stopping for them.

I think we lack police presence overall in town and in the MD.

Our street has no sidewalk. The amount of puddling and ice build up in front of the houses is
very concerning. If we are supposed to keep sidewalks clear of ice and snow, why is the town
not doing anything to keep it clear where residents are walking on these roads with no
sidewalks? It's a hazard and if residents can be sued due to neglected sidewalks and someone
gets hurt, is the town liable if someone gets injured on 16th or 10th streets where they refuse
to put in sidewalks??? I'd really like to know when something is going to be done about this.

Police presence is lacking. I've called the police several times over the last few years for
vehicle break ins, business robberies, public drunk/disorderly, etc. The RCMP only responded
to the scene for one of the calls, and told me the situation at hand was a weekly if not daily
occurrence with the same individual.
